APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF REGULAR SESSION, October 18, 2016
Upon a motion offered by Councilwoman Palmer and seconded by Councilwoman Bench, the Council voted in a 4-0 decision to adopt the minutes as presented.


RECOGNITION OF VISITORS AND DELEGATIONS
Mayor Reynolds opened the floor for any public comments regarding matters not on the agenda. Ted Snell, 1007 Boxwood Drive, addressed the Council on the condition on the hospital entrance to the Manor. There being no further comments, Mayor Reynolds closed the public comment portion of the meeting.

Mayor Edward Reynolds presented a proclamation honoring her commitment to the sport of fishing and her continued promotion of Bainbridge, Ga as a tourist destination.
ADOPTION OF UTILITY RATE POLICY RESOLUTION
City Manager Chris Hobby presented the Mayor and Council with a resolution updating the 12,000 gallon sewer cap on residential customers and outlining the property side leak policy. Ray Brock, 1016 Boxwood Drive, addressed Council on the ability to install a well for irrigation. Bill Fleming, 114 Broughton Street, addressed Council on the increase his vacant property experienced in the base charge portion of his bill. Jim Griffin, 1407 Knollwood, addressed the Council on vacant lots being accessed sewer base and citizens who are allowed to pull irrigation lines from ponds and lakes on their property. Elise Mang, 1804 Woodridge Drive, addressed Council on the recent increase she experience due to the removal of the sewer cap. Dennie Nichols, 1806 Woodridge Drive, addressed Council on her recent increase and the varying effects the cap and new rates structure had on her investment properties. She also thanked city staff for the willingness to work with the customers. Ted Snell, 1007 Boxwood, addressed Council and reminded the group that this increase was in response to the recent millage decrease. Upon a motion offered by Councilman Whaley and seconded by Councilwoman Bench, the Council voted in a 4-0 decision to approve the resolution as presented.
